
 
 
SIR JOSEPH KOTEKA 290 – ultra light sleeping bag  
 
A usable sleeping bag under half a kilo seems almost as an impossible wish, but this 
bag is far warmer than you might suspect when you see the slight dimensions. Filled 
with 290 grams down, from the tests highest quality, it manages to keep the coldness 
away. The measures of comfort temperature done by the EN 13537 standard, shows 
that Koteka 290 manages just as well as bags that weigh twice as much.  
Our experiences using the bag confirm the measures of comfort temperature. We 
have used this bag black grouse watching and during spring ski trips, and in fact we 
have slept ok in temperatures a little below zero. It’s just impressing. 
 
Outer- and inner lining is naturally very thin, and we have observed some down 
leakage. The bag has an elastic drawcord around the head, but no drawstring around 
the neck. The zipper goes all the way down, so ventilation is easy if it gets warm. The 
zipper is also clearly chosen with weight in mind, and is clearly thinner than on the 
other bags in the test.  
 
The cover is also carried out with low weight as the main target. There is no straps or 
buckles for tightening. You simply have to stuff the bag into the cover, and it can be a 
little tight. A net bag for storing is also included. 
 
Altogether, this is another positive acquaintance with Sir Joseph. Recommended – 
especially for ultimate weight watchers! 
 
The bag also comes in a shorter and longer version.
